NOTE: When ordering tractar spare parts {excluding engine partsj, quote all digits and letters of serial
number stamped on the plate.

A plate showing the tractor type, transmissicn serial number, cone point measurement etched into pinicn
face of differential drive shaft as well as reduction of differential is located on the right-hand side cf the
transmissicn case.
